In fact, most of the regular
pods are known by name... Shirley, Smoky,
Splitfin and Nicky to name a few.

Since 1998, scientists (with the help of local cruise
operators, conservationists and volunteers) have
been observing and studying the habits,
condition and population numbers of the Port
Stephens dolphins. Many whom have lived their
entire life in the bay.

So when you take a dolphin cruise you'll see that,
although they are wild and free mammals, they
are treated like family, with respect and care.

The rocky coastal headlands and long white
beaches of Port Stephens provide an ideal
vantage point for watching dolphins from the
shore, or join daily dolphin watch cruises.
Make a day of it and have lunch on board,
swim in the boom net, or make a splash on the
deckside waterslide.

If you prefer to get right up close and personal try
swimming with the wild Common bottlenose
dolphins.

= [f your dog is being exercised in an approved area it must always
be under effective control of a competent person (over 16 yrs old)

= You are not permitted to walk more than 4 dogs at any one time
in an on-leash or an off-leash area

= |f your dog defecates in a public place it is an offence not to
remove the faeces
